Palm Sunday is April 9. This year we will include Confirmation Sunday as a part of our Palm 

Sunday celebration. Other worship opportunities will be available throughout Holy Week. We 

will gather together on Sunday, April 16, for our Easter Celebration and proclaim He is Risen.
